
The argument of open theism is essentially this: 
human beings are truly free; if God absolutely knew the future, 
human beings could not truly be free. 

Therefore, God does not know absolutely everything about the future. 

Open theism holds that the future is not knowable. 
Therefore, God knows everything that can be known, 
but He does not know the future.
